Play

Select one of the four colored stones and place it in a position where it can be
sandwiched between stones of the same color on the board. If there is no place on
the board where it can be placed, it can be placed anywhere adjacent to any stone.

2 Stack stones of the same color on top of the sandwiched stones (up to 3 levels).

The next player does the same, and when everyone has placed, turn 1 ends.

4 Onturn 2, place one of the three stones except the one used on turn 1, on turn 3
place one of the remaining two, and on turn 4 place the remaining one.

5 Onturn 5, select another four stones and repeat steps 1 through 4 in the same
manner, up to turn 8, and then finish (For 2 players, up to 12 turns).

6 The player with the top-most colored stone wins all the stones in that square (3 points
for 3-tier, 2 points for 2-tier). The player with the highest total stone score in the end wins.
